‘If you give your heart to God, he"will"tse: ,
Livingston did not know then, that the words en by his spiritual

mother Dr.sarala Elisha were going to fulfill literally in the coming years.

Livingston was born on 21 Jan 1933, at Medikonduru, Guntur District.
He is the son of Mr. Gadde Solomon Paul and Smt. Suvarthamma. Having
been brought up in village, Livingston was simple and very ordinary.There's
nothing gwegiad in him.
His Preperation:

Livingston worked as an X-ray technician for 10 years at Kulger

Hospital,Guntur. It was there. The first seeds of faith were sowed in him.
Dr.Sarala counseled and encouraged him to be a faithful Christian.

In 1956 he married Sudarshanam. He was very active in the church.
He held the positions of deacon, secretary in Trinity Parish, AELC, Guntur.

In 1966, he left Kuglars to work in Bookaro Steel Plant in Bihar and in
1969 he got an opportunity to work in Kuwait. When he was starting for
Kuwait, his Engineer friend, Samuel warned him, ‘You are going as a
missionary and not to earn the money of kuwait’. This

warning helped Livingston realize his purpose in going
to Kuwait. In Kuwait the fellowship of Mr.Moses, his
roommate and Miss Jenner,An Australian missionary,
inspired him to commit his life in a big way to God’s
ministry. Gradually Livingston got introduced himself to
the Telugu Christians in Kuwait. This small group of Telugu
Christians soon developed into a renowned Telugu
Christian Congregation abroad. God gave hima
promise regarding this congregation, ‘The
house that is to be built for the Lord must be
exceedingly magnificient,of fame and glory
throughout all lands’(1 chr.22.5.RSV).
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His work:
Basing on his promise Livingston founded
was named “Telugu Christian Congregation at KW "
In 1992, with the consent of Telugu Christian Congregation and National
Evangelical church, Dr.Kaki Nathaniel, the president of AELC, ordained him
as Pastor.

In 1996, He organized Silver Jubilee Celebrations of the Telugu Christian
Congregation.

In 1998, Gulf Telugu Chrisitan Servants’ Conference was organized.
And in that First Gulf Conferece, the whole Congregation unanimously called
him, 'The Apostle to the Gulf’. This shows how Christians in Kuwait loved and
respected him.

And in the same year, he started Christava Vedanta Vidyalayam in
Kuwait, in association with Trans World Ministries, USA.

Later he founded churches in Ahmadi, Jahara, Salmiyah and Abbasia.
He also started two neighborhood fellowships.

Encouraged by the Gulf Conference, the first ‘Global Telugu Christian
Servants’ Conference was held in Feb.1999 in Kuwait in collaboration with
Trans World Ministries. Delegates from seven countries attended in this
historic conference. The Telugu Christian Trio...Apostle Livingston, Dr.David
Chigurupati, and Dr.Joseph Paturi were present.

And the second ‘Global Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference’ was held
in Feb.2001 at Hyderabad.

All these events paved way to prayerful consultation to the formation
of ‘Global Telugu Christian Ministries’,in March 2001 at Bangalore,to revive
and rebuild the Telugu Church Worldwide.

And it was formed and registered as a Trust at Hyderabad in March
2001 by Apostle Livingston Gadde,along with Rev. K. Paul Devakumar, and
Rev. M. Yesupadam, and started officially with the support and guiding
principles of its Patrons Dr.David Chigurupati and Dr.Joseph Paturi of USA.

God’s ways are past finding out! It is beyond human
comprehension. He picks one here, one there andyet
another from somewhere else and places them in the proper places like the pieces
in a zig-saw puzzle to accomplish His eternal plans and purposes for His Kingdom.
GTCM'’s history is one such unique example. God in His providence brought together
three most unlikely brothers: Rev.Dr. Livingston Gadde, Founder-Pastor of Telugu
Christian Congregation,Kuwait; Dr.David Chigurupati, Elder-In-Charge of Telugu Christian
Felleship,New Jersey,USA and Rev.Dr.Joseph Paturi, Founder-President of Trans World
Ministries,Cincinnati,Ohio,USA, who even in their wildest dreams never dreamt of
doing ministry together, leave alone doing it globally that too for Telugu Christians.
But God did just that by sowing a seed to that effect in their hearts in 1995 in the US
when Rev.Dr.Livingston Gadde and Rev.Dr.Joseph Paturi came as speakers for the
Christian Family Conference hosted by the Telugu Christian Fellowship of NJ and held
in New York, NY under the leadership of Dr.David Chigurupati.

The sequence of events as orchestrated by God included the first Gulf Telugu Christian
Servants’ Conference organized 1997 in Kuwait by the Telugu Christian Congregation
under the leadership of Rev. Dr.Livingston Gadde. Dr.David Chigurupati and Rev.
Dr.Joseph Paturi from USA were the main speakers for the conference. In 1998, Telugu
Christava Vedanta Vidyalayam was established in Kuwait, in cooperation with Trans
World Ministries, USA to prepare leaders for the Gulf region with Rev.Dr.Livingston
Gadde serving as Chancellor, and Dr.David Chigurupati and Rev.Dr.Joseph Paturi serving
as Co-Chancellors.

Further, encouraged by the Gulf Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference, the first “Global
Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference” was held in 1999 in Kuwait. The delegates came
from seven different countries and participated in this historic conference and they
included Pastors and Christian Leaders of various denominational backgrounds. The
second “Global Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference” was held in 2001 at Hyderabad.

What was a seed thought in 1995 took root and came to fruition by 2001 culminating
in the establishment of GTCM as a trust in Hyderabad, AP, India with Rev. Dr. Livingston
Gadde as the President, Rev. Dr. Paul Devakumar as the Vice-President, Rev. Yesupadam
Merigala as the General Secretary and Dr. David Chigurupati and Rev. Dr. Joseph Paturi
serving as the Patrons. So was the birth of “Global Telugu Christian Ministries” as God
gave His divine vision to a Telugu Christian Trio: Rev. Dr.Livingston Gadde, Dr.David
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Chigurupati and Rev. Dr.Joseph Paturi to have a global Telugu Christian movement called
GTCM to revive and rebuild the Telugu Church wherever needed world-wide as part of
fulfilling the Great Commission.

Subsequently GTCM World Summits were held in Hyderabad, Bangalore and
Vishakapatnam. Several regional conferences and consultations were conducted in
various towns in Andhra Pradesh and cities like Mumbai, Chennai and Chettisgarh and
Port Blair, A&N Islands in India; Abu Dhabi, Dubai and Sharjah in UAE; Sydney and
Melbourne in Australia; Auckland in New Zealand; Singapore City in Singapore and
also in different cities across USA. The lastest World Telugu Christian Summit was hosted
in New Jersey,USA in July 2014. The next World Telugu Christian Summit is scheduled
to be held in Jerusalem, Israel in October 2015.

What is Global Telugu Christian Ministries (GTCM)?

A. GTCM is a Telugu Christian Movement. GTCM works through and for the Telugu
Church on global level and striving to rebuild the congregations based on the
Biblical principles and values of the early church in the New Testament.

B. GTCM is Not a Church. All the members of GTCM belong to their local church
and are encouraged to be active and committed to their local church or assembly.

C. GTCM is Not a Denomination. GTCM is not a denomination and it ministers trans-
denominationally.

D. GTCM is Non-Denominational. The vision of GTCM is to help build a healthy
church irrespective of denominational affliation, while respecting the local
church’s doctrinal position,organizational structure and patterns of worship.

E. GTCM is Spiritual in Focus. Spiritual well-being of the church is the main emphasis
of GTCM while recognizing the need for physical, intellectual and social needs in
the church so as to have a holistic approach.

Nehemiah 2:18

Jerusalem is called the holy city. It is the city of God. The Lord set His name in Jerusalem.
The wall of Jerusalem was broken down and its gates were burned with fire. It was not
good for the city wall to remain in ruins. It left the city open to attack by the enemies.
It also prompted ridicule from neighboring powers. Jerusalem, the city of God with its
unrepaired wall also gave the unbelievers a reason to scorn God. This news knocked
Nehemiah down. He mourned with a heavy heart for numerous days. He wept and
prayed when he heard the news of the condition of the wall.

In his anguish, Nehemiah approached the great and awesome God. In his misery, he
turned to the God of heaven. He sought the supernatural source of all blessings. He
looked to the Lord, who keeps His covenant and mercy for those who love and obey His
commandments. He turned to the omnipotent and almighty God with fasting and prayer.
Nehemiah was not only concerned about the wall and the gates, but he was also
concerned about the remnant survivors, who were left of the captivity there in the
province. They were in great affliction and reproach. The rebuilding project was also
about fortifying the fallen. It was also about reconstructing the crushed. It was also
about removing reproach. It was also about defeating distress. The project of rebuilding
the wall and repairing the gates was aimed at renewing and restoring Israel’s relationship
with God.

I.DISTRESS
Nehemiah 2:17a “Then | said to them, Ye see the distress that we are in, how Jerusalem
lieth waste, and its gates thereof are burned with fire.”

Jerusalem was lying in waste. The gates were burned with fire. During the Babylonian -
captivity Jerusalem had been destroyed. The people of God were taken into exile. They
were removed from their homeland. The Babylonians carried all the captains, mighty




men of valor and craftsmen. The Babylonians also took away the treasures of God’s
'_cémple as well as the treasures of the king’s palace.

. _Theintense affection of Jerusalem in the heart of God’s people was graphically expressed
in Psalm 137. The psalmist captured the brokenness and sorrow of the captives. The
‘survivors were in great distress. The psalmist recounted their woeful misery. It is a
song for those who are willing to address the painful realities life.

Jerusalem is not only literal, but it is also symbolic. It was the dwelling place of God. But
God no longer dwells only in a temple made with hands. Paul says, “ye are the temple
of the living God”. The Spirit of God dwells in the heart of a believer. Every person we
encounter is a place God desires to dwell. People are in great distress everywhere and
they need the Lord.

11.DISCUSSION

Nehemiah 2:17b-18a “Come and let us build up the wall of Jerusalem, that we be no
more a reproach. Then | told them of the hand of my God which was good upon me; as
also the king’s words that he had spoken unto me.”

Nehemiah was a role model for leadership. He was broken by the facts of Jerusalem.
He was burdened. He was faithful and wise enough to pray. He was courageous enough
to act. He was the king’s cupbearer. He held a prestigious position. His life’s mission
and purpose was not found in his position, but it emerged from his spiritual vision.

When the king noticed the problem, he said to Nehemiah “for what dost thou make
request?” Nehemiah did not answer immediately, instead he prayed to the God of
heaven. He believed that the Lord will let him know what to do with this opportunity.
The hand of God was good upon Nehemiah. God placed Nehemiah in a unique position
because there was a divine purpose for him to fulfill. God moved the king’s heart to
grant Nehemiah the time he needed. God moved the king’s heart to give Nehemiah
the legal right to do the work. God moved the king’s heart to give Nehemiah the material
resources to complete the rebuilding project. The king granted everything that
Nehemiah requested.

Nehemiah purposed in his heart, “that we be no more a reproach”. The word reproach
means disgrace, contempt or state of dishonor and low status. Nehemiah was attempting
to elevate people of lower status. This is exactly what Jesus did in His ministry.

Nehemiah 2:18b “And they said, Let us rise up and build. So they strengthened their

hands for this good work.”

Nehemiah spent three days in Jerusalem. During the night he inspected the situation.
He kept his plan undisclosed until he was ready. Nehemiah formulated the plan before
" “the nobles” and “the rest”.

‘discussing it with “the rulers”, “the Jews”, “the priests,

Nehemiah said to them that “the hand of my God which had been good upon me, and
also of the king’s words that he had spoken to me” Nehemiah was ordained by God.
He was approved by the king. God gave him the vision and so He also provided the
provision.

After they heard the facts, they said “let us rise up and build.” Nehemiah motivated
them. Nehemiah inspired them. They saw the problem. They understood the purpose.
They accepted the plan. They set their hands to this good work. They formed a
partnership. They became a team. They renewed their fellowship. They were united.
They were in it together. They were in one accord. As a result, the people just needed
only 52 days to rebuild the city wall that had been in ruins for several decades. What
an accomplishment! Praise the Lord!

CONCLUSION

What’s our plan? Let’s pray. Let’s look more closely at the problem. Let’s keep serving,
growing, and working. Dear children of God, let’s face the facts. We need God'’s people
to serve faithfully with loyalty, dedication and commitment. We need God'’s people to
use their spiritual gifts and talents in tune with the purpose and plan of the church and
carry out the Great Commission.

The despisers did not discourage the determination of the people. Nehemiah 2:19-20
states that “when Sanballat the Horonite, Tobiah the Ammonite and Geshem the Arabian
heard of it, they laughed at us and despised us and said, What is this thing that you are
doing? Will ye rebel against the king? Then answered | them, and said unto them, the
God of heaven Himself will prosper us; therefore we His servants will arise and build,
but ye have no portion, nor right nor memorial in Jerusalem.”

Likewise, let us not allow the Sanballats, Tobiahs, and Geshems to discourage or dissuade
our determination. Let us remain steadfast, unmovable and always abounding in God’s
ork, knowing that our labor will not be in vain in the Lord.
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
