His Call:

‘If you give your heart to God, he will use you like Apostle Paul’,

Livingston did not know then, that the words,spoken by his spiritual mother
Dr.sarala Elisha were going to fulfill literally in the coming years.

Livingston was born on 21% Jan 1933, at Medikonduru, Guntur District. He is
the son of Mr. Gadde Solomon Paul and Smt. Suvarthamma. Having been brought
up in village, Livingston was simple and very ordinary.There's nothing special in
him.

His Preperation:

Livingston worked as an X-ray technician for 10 years at Kulger
Hospital, Guntur. It was there. The first seeds of faith were sowed in him. Dr.5arala
counseled and encouraged him to be a faithful Christian.

In 1956 he married Sudarshanam. He was very active in the church. He held
the positions of deacon, secretary in Trinity Parish, AELC, Guntur.

In 1966, he left Kuglars to work in Bookaro Steel Plant in Bihar and in 1969
he got an opportunity to work in Kuwait. When he was starting for Kuwait, his
Engineer friend, Samuel warned him, "You are going as a missionary and not to

earn the money of kuwait’. This warning helped Livingston realize
o his purpose in going to Kuwait. In Kuwait the fellowship of
Mr.Moses, his roommate and Miss Jenner,An Australian
missionary, inspired him to commit his life in a big way to
God's ministry. Gradually Livingston got introduced himself
to the Telugu Christians in Kuwait. This small group of
Telugu Christians soon developed into a renowned Telugu
Christian Congregation abroad. God gave him a promise
regarding this congregation, 'The house that is to be built
for the Lord must be exceedingly magnificient,of fame
and glory throughout all lands'(1 chr.22.5.RSV).

His work:

Basing on his promise Livingston founded the first
church in 1971. It was named "Telugu Christian
Congregation at Kuwait’.



In 1992, with the consent of Telugu Christian Congregation and National
Evangelical church, Dr.Kaki Nathaniel, the president of AELC, ordained him as
Pastor.

In 1996, He organized Silver Jubilee Celebrations of the Telugu Christian
Congregation.

In 1998, Gulf Telugu Chrisitan Servants’ Conference was organized. And in
that First Gulf Conferece, the whole Congregation unanimously called him, 'The
Apostle to the Gulf'. This shows how Christians in Kuwait loved and respected
him.

And in the same year, he started Christava Vedanta Vidyalayam in Kuwait, in
association with Trans World Ministries, USA.

Later he founded churches in Ahmadi, Jahara, Salmiyah and Abbasia. He
also started two neighborhood fellowships.

Encouraged by the Guif Conference, the first ‘Global Telugu Christian Servants’
Conference was held in Feb.1999 in Kuwait in collaboration with Trans World
Ministries. Delegates from seven countries attended in this historic conference.
The Telugu Christian Trio...Apostle Livingston, Dr.David Chigurupati, and Dr.Joseph
Paturi were present.

And the second 'Global Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference’ was held in
Feb.2001 at Hyderabad.

All these events paved way to prayerful consultation to the formation of
'Global Telugu Christian Ministries’,in March 2001 at Bangalore,to revive and rebuild
the Telugu Church Worldwide.

And it was formed and registered as a Trust at Hyderabad in March 2001 by
Apostle Livingston Gadde,along with Rev, K. Paul Devakumar, and Rev. M.
Yesupadam, and started officially with the support and guiding principles of its
Patrons Dr.David Chigurupati and Dr.Joseph Paturi of USA.

KUWAIT

42 years history of telugu Christian congregation,Kuwait,

16 years of Telugu Kraisthava Vedhantha Vidyalayam and
13 years of Global Telugu Christian Ministries(Chronologically arranged)

In 1968, Apostle Dr. Livingston Gadde (Apostie) came to Kuwait and had fellowshilp with Late Bro. Maoses
Bandi, Bro.Swamidoss Kandela.

| came to Kuwait in 1970 and we all had fellowship together every Sunday evening and Friday evening
at Bro.Bakht Singh Group fellowship which was started at Kuwait in the year 1969.

Elder brother at Bro.Bakht Singh fellowship was from Chennal, India and he founded Tamil Christian
Congregation, Kuwait in the year 1970. Whilz we were all having fellowship, Apostle had a burden and one
day he said “why not we start Telugu Christian Congregation” at Kuwait for Telugu speaking pecple, From that
time Apostle, Late Bro, Moses Bandi, Bro.Swamidoss Kandela and myself gathered for prayer every Wednesday
evening for nine months before Telugu Christian Congregation was launched at Kuwait on September 18,
1971. One month earlier to that, in August 1971 God gave a promise from 1 Chro 22:5 "And David Said,
Solomon my son is young and tender, and the house that is to be built for the LORD must be exceeding
magnificient of fame and of glory throughout all countries.” Since, Apnstle was busy in bringing people to
the church every Sunday, for few months, | had the privilege to share the Word of God on the first Sunday at
Telugu Christian Congregatian, Kuwait,

The first visiting preacher at Telugu Christian Congregation was Late Bro. Moses Parre (Dr. Johanna
John Somaiah's father) who preached for couple of moenths continuously and | had the privilege to translate
messages from English to Telugu.

The first meeting on Sunday, September 19, 1971 was attended by 70 people. Apostle and Bro Sydney
went week after week to the neighboring premises of Catholic Church, Kuwailt, where Telugu people used ta
gather for meeting one ancther on Sunday evenings.

In 1972, TCC moved from a small room to a bigger hall at Activities Bullding, Mational Evangelical
Church Kuwait where the numbers grew ta 200 by the grace of our Lord and prayers of saints. While we were
gathering at this hall, we used to have Lord's Table once In a month, when we used to invite a Pastor from
English ar Arabic Congregatlons at Kuwalt, to minister the same. During thase days Late Bro.Bakth Singh was
visiting Kuwait and advised us that we should have the Lord's Table every Sunday and Elders at TCC can
continue breaking of bread every wesk,

In 1973, Young Men Feliowship was formed at TCC where 25 members were Eathering on weekly hasis
and on alternate weeks, we used to go for cutreach work in camps situated in the outskirts of Kuwait city,
Presently around 120 men gather in this fellowship.

In 1574, Women's fellowship was formed with 12 sisters and at present all the sisters were either called
to glory or left to India years before. Only Drdohanna John Somaiah is at procent continuing as chairperson for
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women's fellowship. These days around 100 women gather in this fellowship. In 1974 7CC moved to Church
and Barish Hil of the National Evangelical Church Compound , where there is 3 seating capacity of 550 persons
and Lord blessed aur congregation,

in 1375, Rev. Dr, John Somaiah advised Apostle to pray and select Elders & Deacons and accordingly
from the year 1975 we have been praying and selecting Pastors, Elders, Deacons, Deaconesses & leaders for
young Men, Women, as well as sunday School teachers, Presently, Appostle along with Senior Fators execute
this function of appointing.

In 1876, one of new things introduced by Apostle is sub committees that takes care of varlous ministries
such as outreach, Seminars, Finance ete,.and at present we have 24 such sub committees, each consisting of
7 members with a Chairpersan in each sub-committee.

In 1978, TCC sstablished a branch at Ahmadi in the state of Kuwait, Even though this branch was started
with 30 persons, taday around 600 persons gather servants fram different denominations in India. We invite
at least two or three speakers each year for a time of revival. About 100 visiting speakers strengthened our
congregation and encouraged us spiritually.

In 1980, Late Apostle Paramjyathi visited Kuwait and encouraged Apostie to consider visiting Gulf
cauntries like Bahrain, Clatar, UAE & Oman, where similar groupsof Telugu Christians are wiorking and attending
different churches. Accordingly, Apostle and sometimes, we both together have travelled ta all the Gulf
countries and had done around 20 trips to get In touch with various leaders of Telugu Congregations and
churches. Presently there are 45 Telugu churches/assemblies all over United Arab Emirates. Thers are a couple
of churches each at Bahrain, Qatar & Oman. in Kuwait also there are 20 other Telugu Churches/assemblies/
Cangregations.

In 1990, Kuwait was invaded by lrag and expatriate population from over 100 countries left to their
respactive towns and cities. However Telugu Christian Cangregation continued its ministry with few peapie,
who chose not to leave Kuwait. Apostle Livingston Gadde took care of the English Congregation,when Pastors
of that Congregation chose to leave Kuwait during the war time. God protected all our Telugu Christians
during that period of one year. While the war was raging with bomb attacks two of our brothers were called to

glory,
In 1991, TCC established Sunday School. Now about 70 children are currently participating, In 1953,

DrLivingston Gadde was ordained at Kuwait,as & Revarned and Pastor by Rev. Dr. Nathaniel Kaki who was the
President of Andhra Evangelical Lutheran Church,

in 1995, Apostle, in coordination with the ieadership of Common Council of the Mational Evangelical
Church, Kuwait, ordained Dr.John Somaizh and DOr.David Prabhakar as Pastors.

In 1997, Rev. Dr. David Prabhakar was made as successor to Apostie. But later Rev. Dr. David Prabhakar was
called to glory in2003. After his demise, Apostie appointed Rew. Dr. Kutumba Rao a5 successor to Apostie in
the year 2011,

In 1998, ane of our Eiders, now Bishop Prasada Jalada having atte nded International Evangelists meeting
at Amsterdam, conducted by Dr.Billy Graham, suggested to Apostie, that we not only travel to Gulf countries
but alsa invite them to Kuwait and have a conference. Accordingly First Gulf Telugu Christian 5ervants Conference
was held at Kuwait in the year 1998, TCC invited many leaders from all ever Gulf countries and TCC could get
in touch with Dr.David Chigurupati and Dr. loseph Paturi, both from USA during that conference. In the same
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year Drloseph Paturi had a burden to start a Bible college at Kuwait with a program for 4 years Bachelor of
Theology Degres Course which was successfully launched in the year 1998, Rev. Dr. Johin Samaiah was appointed
a5 President for the Bible College, and | visited Temple Baptist College at Cincinnati, Ohio, UsA and brought
books from them which were later translated from English to Telugu for the benafit of both English and
Telugu medium students. For the last 16 years 180 students have been graduated and at present 50 students
are at different semesters. Mater of Divinity Program was alse introduced in 2011 and around 20 students are
about to get their degrees by the end of 2014. God enabled us to have branches of our Bible College at Dubai
and Abhu Dhabi where arpcund total 50 students are at different semesters. Asia Thelogical Association
Accreditation Committee visited gur Bible college and granted provisional accreditation for our Bachelor of
Theology Certificate.

Dr. David Chigurupati and Dr. Joseph Paturi had a burden to gather all Telugu Christian Leaders from
different parts-of the World and to conduct such a conference at Cyprus. But when they saw the team spirit
at TCC during the First Gulf Telugu Christian Seravants Conference, they decided to have the first Global Telugu
Christian Servants Canference at Kuwait in the year 1999,

in 1999 TCC began to publishs bi-mothly magazine,called “Edarilc Jeevapu Oota” where articles both in
English and T elugu as well as pictures of activities of TCC are being published. From 2000 more Pastors were
ordained at Kuwait to take care of various branches of TCC all over the state of Kuwait. Presently 20 Pastors are
serving at total 10 centers.

In 2001 we had second Glaobal Telugu Christlan Conference at Hyderabad and few of the leaders specially Rew.
Dr. Paul Devakumar suggested that we should form an arganization called Global Telugu Christian Ministries
[GTCM) and accordingly GTMC was founded in the same year, 2001.Ever since from 2001 around 100
conferences; such as Pastors confernces, Wamen's conferences and Youth conferences were held at different
cities and towns where churches duration between one day to three days. Thousands of leaders were blessed
by these seminars during the past 13 years which were held nationally as well as internationally.

In the year 2004 we have launched a website, www.tcckuwait.com where we have been updating the news of
our Congregation from time to time,

in 2006 TCC established branchies at Salmiya, Abbasiva, & Farwaniya in the State of Kuwait.

In 2010, on the occasion of 40th anniversary of our congregation, Telugu Song book with 1,500 songs was
published and released and all the 3,000 copies were seld out and reprint Is under the process.

In 2011, TCC established branches at Kheitan & Hawally in the State of Kuwalt. Also Fellowship at Doha/
Sulebhikhat In the State of Kuwait.

in 2013 a new branch of TCC was established at Omariyva, Kuwait,

In 2013 TCC committee members expressed their burden to have a Welfare Home in the name of Late Dr.5udha
Livingstone Gadde at Gurtur for around 100 boys and girls who are as orphans without proper parents, Apastle
and his family donated 2-1)2 grounds area where plans and efforts are going on to build 3 Welfare Home, a
church building, BGTMC headguarters. Currently, We are in the process of raising funds for the construction
work,

In 2014 Telugu Christhava Mayakula Sahavasam [TCNS) was organized by the efforts of TCC after gathering
them from time to time for the last 4 years. TCNS plan to have common projects, comman speaker etc., to
build together an d lean on.one another as depicted in the book of Nehemiah.

Human beigns mave from place mainly to seek favorable living conditions for themselves.
Diaspara is term used for this process. The first such diaspora took place at tower of Babel
prehestrated by our God Him-self because afman’s pride and ago.

One such Diaspora by Telugu Christian to US started in sities. In the begining they wers
trying to adjust to their newly adopted country and attending American churches. &s more
Telugu Christians came to LIS they began to meet over the weekends In different apartments

by rotation to have cottage meetings intelugu languale to have a back home feelings.

Before long they felt the need to meet in one place and werenreguesting the American
churches it they could use their facilities for sarvices in ethnic language. American churches
seaing a potential mission field right in their own backyard welcomed the idea and thus Telugu
fellowship and churh began to grow, As the time wentby they became more organized generally
according to their afffiliations back home some on non-denominational basis. Telugu Christian
congregations have sprung up whenever there are sizable Telugu Christians. In general these
are found arcund all major US cities. By and large they are involved infulfiling the Great
Commission. They are actively involved in supporting native missionaries and outreach to
people of other faiths in the USA. They have grown so muchi some even own church buildings.
How many are there? [t is hard to say we do not have directory of Telugu Christian
congregations. Hopefully it will come soon. | would venture to say that there may be about
250 congregations. In some cases Telugu Christians warship with other believers who are

from other language groups.

While | cannot speake for the all the congregations that are there in the USA let me highlight
our fellowship, one of the ocldest if not the oldest the “Telugu Christian fellpwship of New
Jersey" established in 1979 in our living reom. We meet once a month on a saturday. Mext
month it will celebrate it's 33rd birthday. Praise The Lord with us. God has blessed this

fellowship so much that Ephesians: 3:20 truly became reality in tis life. Let me briefly mention
some of the things that God did through this fellowship. The foundation fathers ofthe United
Evangelical Christian Fellowship in Meteuchen, M) were members of TCF MNJ at anetime.




Rockland country Telugu Christian Fellowship, Mew Cit, NY, First Baptist church - Telugu service
in Rahway, NJ were established by the TCF NI with the cooperation of the local believers in
these respective areas, They meet every Sunday in the afternoons. Racently TCF NJ
established Jersey City Telugu Christian Fellowship, Jersey City that meets on three saturdays
a month. In 1994 TCF NJ started a Telugu Christian Family Conference in NewYork, NY and
Gaod blessed these conferences sa much today about 25 of them take place in the USA and
Canada. A magazine also Is produced in connection with rhee conferences annually that has
articles bath in Telugu and English, TCF NJ and its affiliateds (RC TCF, NY & JC M1} support
about 50 missionaries around the world. TCF MI's prayer and goal is to have 50 Telugu Christian
Family Confernces as there are 50 states In the USA and be able to saupport 100 missionaries
Will you pray with us? A world conference for Telugu Christlan was God given Idea to TCF M)
that was shared with Rev. Dr.Livingstone Gadde and Rev. Dr.Joseph Paturi ultimately
culminated in establishing Global Telugu Christian Ministries in Hyderabad in 2001. To God
be the glory. Great things He Has done. There are other notable things that God allowed this
fellowship to do for the benefitof believers and servents of Gad but they cannot be mentioned

because of space constraints.

Praise God for the ministry of the Diaspora Telugu Christian In the USA and around
the world. The seed planted by the missionaries came to our shores did not ga in vain. Again

These fellowship also provided social warmth and a sense of
gacurity ta fallow brethren.

Nehemboh 2:18
Dr.joseph Paturt

Jerusalem is called the holy city. It is the city of God. The Lord set His name in Jerusalem. The wall of
Jerusalem was broken down and its gates were burned with fire. For the city wall to remain in ruins
was not a good thing. It left the city open to attack by the enemies. It also prompted ridicule from
nelghboring powers, Jerusalem, the city of God with its unrepaired wall also gave the unbelievers a
reason to scorn God. This news knocked Nehemiah down. He mourned with a heavy heart for numercus
days. He wept and prayed when he heard the news of the condition of the wall.

In his anguish Nehemiah approached the great and awesome God. In his misery he turned to the God
¢ heaven. He sought the supernatural source of all blessings. He looked to the Lord, who keeps His
~ant and mercy for those who love and obey His commandments. He turned to the omnipotent
= 3lmighty God with fasting and prayer. Nehemiah was not only concerned about the wall and
gates, but he was also concerned about the remnant survivors who were left of the captivity there in
the province in great affliction and reproach. The rebuilding project was also about fortifying the
talien. It was also about reconstructing the crushed. It was alse about removing reproach, It was also
about defeating distress. Rebuilding the wall and repairing the gates were almed at renewing and
restoring Israel’s relationship with God.

I. THE DISTRESS

Nehemiah 2:17a “Then | said to them, Ye see the distress that we are in, how Jerusalem lieth waste,
and its gates thereof are burned with fire.”

Jerusalem was lying in waste. The gates were burned with fire. During the Babylonian captivity
jerusalem had been destroyed, The people of God were taken into exile. They were removed from
their homeland. The Babylonians carried away both the treasures of God's temple and the king's
palace. Babylanianscarried all the captains, mighty men of valor and craftsmen.

The intense affection of lerusalem in the heart of God's people is expressed in Psalm 137. The Psalmist
captures the brokenness and sorrow of the captives. Itis not @ Song for those unwilling to address the
painful realities, But now they have been released from Babylonian captivity, they were liberated and
they could return to Jerusalem, Many did return with Ezra to rebuild the Temple. But restoration was
not complete. The survivors were in great distress.

Jerusalem is literal but it is also symbolic. It was the dwelling place of God. But God no longer dwells
in a tample made with hands. Paul says, “ye are the temple of the living God" The Spirit of God dwells
in the heart of a believer. Every person we encounter is a place God desires to dwell. People are in
great distress.

Il. THE DISCUSSION

Nehemiah 2:17b-18a “Come and let us build up the wall of Jerusalem, that we be no mare a reproach.
Then | told them of the hand of my God which was good upon me;as also the king's words that he had
spoken unto me.”
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Nehemiah was a role model for leadership. He was broken by the facts of Jerusalem. He was burdenad.
He was faithful and wise enough to pray. He was courageous enough to act. He was the king’s cupbearer.
He held a prestigious position. But his purpose was not found in his position, His purpose developed
from his spiritual vision,

When the king noticed the problem, he said to Nehemiah “for what dost thou make request?”
Nehemiah did not answer immediately, instead he prayed to the God of heaven. He believed that the
Lord will let him know what to do with this opportunity. The hand of God was good upon Nehemiah.
God placed Nehemish in a unigue position because there was a divine purpose for him to fulfill. God
moved the king's heart to grant Nehemiah the time he needed. God moved the king's heart to give
Nehemiah the legal right to do the work. God moved the king’s heart to give Nehemiah the material
resources to do the work. The king granted everything that Nehemiah requested,

Nehemiah purposed in his heart, “that we be no more a reproach”. The word reproach means disgrace,
contempt or state of dishonor and low status. Nehemiah was attempting to elevate people of lower
status, This is exactly what Jesus did in His ministry.

lil. THE DECISION

Nehemiah 2:18b "And they said, Let us rise up and build. So they strengthened their hands for this
good work,.”

Nehemiah spent three days in Jerusalem. During the night he inspected the situation. He kept his plan
undisclosed until he was ready. Nehemiah formulated the plan before discussing it with “the rulers”,
“the Jews", "the priests, “the nobles” and “the rest”,

Nehemiah said to them that "the hand of my God which had been good upon me, and also of the
king's words that he had spoken to me” Nehemiah was ordained by God. He was approved by the
king. God gave him the vision and so He also provided the provision.

After they heard the facts, they said “let us rise up and build, Nehemiah motivated them. Nehemiah
inspired them. They saw the problem. They understood the purpose. They accepted the plan. They
set their hands to this good work. Then they formed a partnership, They became a team. They renewed
their fellowship. They were united. They were in it together, As a result the people just needed only 52
tdays to rebuild the city wall that had been in ruins for 120 years What an accomplishment! Praise the
Lord!

CONCLUSION

What's our plan? Let’s pray. Let's look more closely at the problem. Let’s keep serving, growing, and
working. Dear child of God, let’s face the facts. We need God's people to serve faithfully with loyalty,
dedication and commitment. We need God's people to use their spiritual gifts and talents in tune with
the purpose and plan of the church and carry out the Great Commission.

The despisers did not discourage the determination of the people. Nehemiah 2:19-20 states that
“when 5anballat the Horonite, Tobiah the Ammonite and Geshem the Arabian heard of it, they laughed
at us and despised us and said, What is this thing that you are doing?

Then answered | them, and said unto them, the God of heaven Himself willprosper us; therefore we
His servants will arise and build, but ye have no portion, nor right nor mamaorial in lerusalem.”Likewise
let us not allow the Sanballats, Tohiahs, and Geshems to discourage or dissuade our determination.
