Livingston was born on 217 Jan 1993, at Medikonduru, Guntur District. He is the son of Mr.
Gadde Solomon Paul and Smt. Suvarthamma, Having been brought up in village, Livingston
wias simple and very ordinary. There's nothing special in him.

His Preparation:

Livingston worked as an X-ray technician for 10 years at Kulger Hospital, Guntur. It was
thare. The first seds of faith were sowed in him. Dr.5arala counseled and encouraged him to
be a faithful Christian.

In 1956 he married Sudarshanam. He was very active in the church. He held
the positions of deacon, secretary in Trinity Parish, AELC, Guntur,

In 1966, he left Kuglars to work in Bookaro Steel Plant in Blhar and in
1969 he got an opportunity to work in Kuwait. When he was starting
for Kuwait, his Engineer friend,5amuel warned him, "Your are going
as a missionary and not to earn the money of Kuwalt’. This

warning helped Livingston realize his purpose in going to Kuwait.

In Kuwait the fellowship of Mr.Moses, his roommate and Miss
lenner, An Australian missionary, inspired him to commit his life in
a big way to God's ministry.Gradually Livingston got introduced
himself to the Telugu Christians in Kuwait. This small group of
Telugu Christians soon developed into a renowned Telugu Christian
Congregation abroad. God gave him a promise regarding this
congregation, ‘The house that is to be built for the Lord must be
exceedingly magnificient, of fame and glory throughout all lands’ (1
chr.22.5.R5V).




His work;

Basing on his promise Livingston founded the first church in 1971. It was named
“Telugu Christian Congregation at Kuwait’,

In 1992, with consent of Telugu Christian Congregation and Mational Evangelical
church, Dr. Kaki Nathaniel, the president of AELC, ordained him as pastar.

In 1996, He organized Silver Jubilee Celebrations of the Telugu Christian
Congregation.

I 1998, Gulf Telugu Chrisitan Servants’ Conference was orga mized. And in that
First Gulf Coference the whole Congregation Unanimously called him, 'The Apostle |
to the Gulf’. This shows how Christians In Kuwait loved and respected him.

And in the same year, he started Christava Vedanta Vidyalayam in Kuwait, in
ascociation with Trans World Ministries, LSA.

Later he founded churches in Ahmadi, jahara, Salmiyah and Abbasia. He also started
two neighborhood fellowships. ‘

Encouraged by the Gulf Conference, the first Global
Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference was held in Feb.
1999 in Kuwait in collaboration with Trans World
Ministries. Delegates from seven countries
attended in this historic conference. The Telugu
Christian Trio...Apostle Livingston, Dr. David
Chigurupati, and Dr. loseph Paturi were present.

And the second ‘Global Telugu Christian
servants’ Conference’ was held in Feb.2001 at
Hyderabad.

All these events paved way to prayerful
Consultation to the formation of ‘Global Telugu
Christian Ministries” in March 2001 at Bangalore,
to revive and rebuild the Telugu church Worldwide.

And it was formed and registered as a Trust at
Hyderabad in March 2001 by Apostle Livingston Gadde,
along with Rev. K. Paul Devakumar, and Rev. M,
Yesupadam, and started officially with the support and
guiding principles of its patrons Dr. David Chigurupati and Dr.
Joseph Paturi of USA.

They have
come and gone but this mandate is given to every genération until He
gathers His own. Now the guestion is have we been faithful to this
eommandment? |s cur light on the lamp stand or under a bushel? Is our
zalt savoury or has lost it's saltiness? We are called to be like a city on a
hill that can not bie hid. Has this happened in our lives? These are guestions
we need to ask ourselves continuously as born again Christians and do
aur very best with God's help as His witnesses. Remember God has chosen
mortals like us who are taken from the dust and will return to dust again
and not Angels for this purpose. Angels will be our servants and we will
judge them in the world to come. .

At this juncture | wish to take you down the Church history lane ta let you
know our place as Christians from the East. Popular notion
especially amaong non-Christians In Indla and even some Christians who
do not knaw the church history is that Christianity is a white man's religion
and it was introduced to !ndia notably by the British when they ruled us.

Thank God for the missionaries from the Wetern
world. but today the situation is very different for those countries have become very cold
and indifferent to Gospel and in some cases frankly hostile. But our God is an awesome God.
As these nations are drifting away from God He did something wonderful true to His sayings
in Isalah:55:11 “So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth; it shall not return
unte me void but shall accomplish that which | please and it shall prosper in the thing I sent
it" and that is reviving the Eastern countries and bringing Christians from these countries to
the Western countries as immigrants who are now praying and evangelizing people in the
West by establishing Fellowships and Churches as much as passible with the help of God.

Fellowships - Telugu Christian Fellowship of Mew Jersey in Clark (established 1973), lersey
City Telugu Christian Fellowship, Jersey City, Mew lersey (established 2010] and twenty
Christian Family Conferences in Summer all aver the USA (established 1994). In a way it is our
pay back time faor the blessings we have received from the missionaries and the peaple of
the West who sent them,

Qur historic gathering in Jerusalem to thank God and celebrate is a proof and a seal of
approval of how God is using us to fulfill Acts:1:8 in our lives, Jerusalern being our native
village or town, ludasa belng, our state, Samaria being the other states of India and finally
the warld being our uttermost parts of the earth, You can apply this analogy to the respective
countries that each and everyone of us lives. How beautiful and how marvelous! Don't you get
poose bumpsthat you are part of this blessed historic group just like the original blessed 120
on that memaorable day in the Upper Room in Jerusalem. Our hearts should burst forth wuth
jooy, filled with gratitude for the love of God toward us the unprefitable servants making
us utmost humble in His sight.

In conclusion a warning to keep the fires of worldwide evangelism ever burning
[Leviticus:6:13), not slothful in business but fervent in Spirit (Romans:12:11) for the natural
tendency of humans is to slack off before long. Yes. Hitherto hath the Lord helped us being
our Ebenezer [15amuel:7:12) but we must press on for the harvest is plenteous but the labarers
are few (Matthew:3:36-38).

God in His providence brought together three
most unlikely brothers: Rew.Dr. Livingston Gadde, Founder-Pastor of Telugu Christian
Congregation, Kuwalit; Dr.David Chigurupat!, Elder-In-Charge of Telugu Christian
Felleship,Mew lersey, LISA and Rev.Drloseph Paturi, Founder- President of Trans World
Ministries,Cincinnati, Ohio,USA, who even in their wildest dreams never dreamt of
doing ministry together, leave alone doing it globalky that too for Telugu Christians. But God
did just that by sowing a seed to that effect in thelr hearts In 1995 in the US when
Rev.Dr.Livingston Gadde and Rev.Drloseph Paturi came as speakers for the Christian Family
Conference hosted by the Telugu Christian Fellowship of M and held in Mew York, NY
under the leadership of Dr.David Chigurupatl.

The sequence of events as orchestrated by God included the first Gulf Telugu Christian Servants’
Conference organized 1997 in Kuwait by the Telugu Christian Congregation under the leadership
of Rev. Dr.livingston Gadde. Dr.David Chigurupati and Rev. Dr.loseph Paturi from USA were
the main speakers for the confeérence. In 1998, Telugu Christava Vedanta Vidvalayam was
established in Kuwait, in cooperation with Trans World Ministries, USA to prepare leaders for
the Gulf region with Bev.Dr.Livingston Gadde serving as Chancellor, and Dr.David Chigurupat|
and Rev.Dr.loseph Paturl serving as Co-Chancellors,

Further, encouraged by the Gulf Telugu Christian Servants’ Conference, the first "Global Telugu
Christian Servants’ Conference” was held in 1999 in Kuwait. The delegates came from seven
different countries and participated in this historic conference and they included Pastors and
Christian Leaders of various denominational backgrounds. The second "Global Telugu Christian
Servants' Conference” was held in 2001 at Hyderabad.

What was a seed thought in 1995 took root and came to fruition by 2001 culminating in the [
establishment of GTCM as a trust in Hyderabad, AP, India with Rev. Dr. Livingston Gadde as tha
President, Rev. Dr. Paul Devakumar as the Vice-President, Rev. Yesupadam Merigala as the

General Secretary and Dr, David Chigurupati and Rev. Dr, Joseph Paturi serving as the Patrons.

So was the birth of "Global Telugu Christian Ministries” asz God gave His divine vision to a

Telugu Christian Trio: Rev. Dr.Livingston Gadde, Dr.David Chigurupati and Rev. Dr.loseph Paturi

to have a global Telugu Christian movement called GTCM to revive and rebuild the Telugu

Church wherever needed world-wide as part of fulfilling the Great Commission.

Subsequently GTCM World Summits were held in Bangalore Vishakapatnam and Hyderabad.
hmlrmm&iﬁunﬁ consultations were conducted in various towns in Andhra




Pradesh, Telangana, and Chennai, india; Ahu Dham, Dubai and sh_aégah in UAE; Sydney,
Melbourne, Adelzide and Brisbane in Australia; Auckland in New Zealand; Singapore City in
Singapore and also in different cities across USA. In lul-,uI 2014 World Telugu Christian Summit
was hosted in New Jersey,USA. Now the latest World Telugu Christian Summit Is scheduled
to be held in Jerusalem, lsrael in October 2015, God willing, we are prayerfully planning to
hast World Telugu Christian Summits in the Oceania (Australia/New Zealand/Fiji), Europe,
africa and the Central/South America in the coming five vears time.

What is Global Telugu Christian Ministries (GTCM)?

A, GTCM is a Telugu Christian Movement. GTCM works through and for the Telugu
Church on global level and striving ta rebuild the congregations based on the Biblical principles
and values of the early church in the New Testamaent.

Jerusalem is called the holy city. Itis the city of God. The Lord set His name in Jerusalem. The
wall nﬂerl.lsﬂ broken down and its gates were burned with fire. it was not good for
in ruins. ltleﬂwnpmhmw the enemies. It also prompted
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‘with a heavy heart for numerous days. He wept and prayed when he heard the news of the
condition of the wall.

In his anguish, Nehemiah approached the great and awesome God. In his misery, he turned
to the God of heaven. He sought the supernatural source of all blessings. He looked to the
Lord, who keeps His covenant and mercy for those who love and obey His commandments.
He turned to the omnipotent and almighty God with fasting and prayer. Nehemiah was not
only cancerned about the wall and the gates, but he was also concerned about the remnant
survivors, who were left of the captivity there in the province, They were in great affliction
and reproach. The rebuilding project was also about fortifying the falien. It was also about
recanstructing the crushed. It was also about removing reproach. It was also about defeating
distress. The project of rebullding the wall and repalring the gates was aimed at renewing
and restoring Israel’s relationship with God,

I.DISTRESS

Mehemiah 2:17a "Then | said to them, Ye see the distress that we are in, how lerusalem lieth
waste, and its gates thereof are burned with fire,”

lerusalem was lying in waste. The gates were burned with fire. During the Babylonian captivity
lerusalem had been destroyed. The people of God were taken into exile. They were removed
from their hemeland. The Babylonians carried all the captains, mighty men of valor and
craftsmen. The Babylonians also took away the treasures of God's temple as well as the
treasures of the king's palace.

The intense affection of Jerusalem in the heart of God's people was graphically expressed in
Psalm 127, The psalmist captured the brokenness and sorrow of the captives. The survivors
were in great distress. The psalmist recounted thelr woeful misery. It is a song for those who
are willing to address the painful realities life,

Jerusalem is not only literal, but it is also symbolic. 1t was the dwelling place of God. But God
no longer dwells anly in a temple made with hands. Paul says, “ye are the temple of the
living God®. The Spirit of God dwells in the heart of a believer. Every person we encounter is
a place God desires to dwell. People are in great distress everywhere and they need the Lord.

I1.DISCUSSION

Mehemiah 2:17b-18a “Come and let us build up the wall of Jerusalem, that we be no more a
reproach. Then | told them of the hand of my God which was good upon me; as also the
king's words that he had spoken unto me.”

MNehemiah was a role model for leadership. He was broken by the facts of Jerusalem. He was
burdened, He was faithful and wise enough to pray. He was courageous enough to act. He
was the king's cupbearer. He held a prestigious position. His life's mission and purpose was
not found in his position, but it emerged from his spiritual vision.

When the king noticed the problem, hie said to Nehemiah “for what dost thou make request ™
Mehemiah did not answer immediately, instead he prayed to the God of heaven. He believed
that the Lord will let him know what to do with this oppartunity. The hand of God was good
upon Mehemiah, Gad placed Nehemiah in a unique position because there was a divine
purpose for him to fulfill. God moved the king's heart to grant Nehemiah the time he needed.

Nehemiah 2:18b “And they said, Let us rise up and build. So they strengthened their hands
for this good work "

Mehemiah spent three days in Jerusalem. During the night he inspected the situation. He
kept his plan undisclosed until he was ready, Mehemiah formulated the plan before discussing
it with “the rulers”, “the Jews”, “the priests,’” "the nobles” and “the rest”,

Nehemiah said ta them that “the hand of my God which had been good upon me, and also of
the king's words that he had spoken to me.” Nehemiah was ordained by God, He was approved
by the king. God gave him the vision and 50 He also provided the provision,

After they heard the facts, they said "let us rise up and build.” Nehemiah motivated them,
Mehemiah inspired them. They saw the problem, They understood the purpose. They accepted
the plan, They set their hands to this good work. They formed a partnership. They became a
team. They remewed their fellowship. They were united. They were in it together. They were
in one accord. As a result, the people just needed only 52 days to rebuild the city wall that
had been in ruins for several decades. What an accemplishment! Praise the Lord!

Lets look more closely at the problem, Let's keep serving, growing,
and waorking, Dearchildren of Ged, let’s face the facts, We need God's peaple to serve faithfully
with loyalty, dedication and commitment.

The despisers did not discourage the determination of the people. Nehemiah 2:13-20 states
that “when Sanballat the Horonite, Toblah the Ammonite and Geshem the Arabian heard of
it, they laughed at us and despised us and said, What is this thing that you are doing? Will ye
rebel against the king? Then answered | them, and said unto them, the God of heaven Himself
will prosper us; therefore we His servants will arise and build, but ye have no portion, nor
right nor memaorial in Jerusalem.”

From this little group a NI& NY Telugu group emerged. The rest also formed their own groups
in course of time, In the beginning the group met alternatively in NY and N Jin believer's
homes, but latter for practical reasons because of the distance and time invalved in travel it
was decided that there Telugu Christian Fellowship of NI was born. NY group contlnues as
the United Telugu Christian Fellowship of NY. Also we maoved from believer’s homes to church
settings.

We meet every month on 37 Saturday between 6.00 PM and 8.30 PM. During these meetings
a local God's servant or a visiting evangelist would bring the message followed by fellowship
meal. We would meet at several church buildings like the Evangelical Lutheran church at
Hillside, NJ and the United Methodist church in Union and finally we are now gathering at
Migsauri synad Zion Lutheran church at clark. Our heartfelt gratitude to these churches and
their leaders for letting us use their sanctuaries and facilities for a nominal denation.

In 1991 an organization was formed for all Indian Christlans called the "Mational Association
of Asian Indian Christians in the USA Inc. (NAAIC) in Union, Mi.Uncle David was their chapters
coordinator and often travelled to Chicago, Dallas, Houston, Atlanta etc. with Rev.Dr.5clomon
Tivade, the ﬂ'lei'l_'ﬂ_l"i&ldent-ufmm’ to promete it .In 1993 MAAIC organized a 3day Mational
conference for indi _Christians in WS at Hofstra University, Long Island, NY from july 23- 25
and Uncle mﬁ s invited to be the coordinator for it. The theme for the conference was
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‘Attemptp‘ﬂﬂt‘tfﬂms for God and ua:pm great things from Him" the motto of missionary
William Carey to India, the father of modern missions, God blessed that conference
immensely. It was the first of its kind for all Indian Christians to corme together in US. One of
the speakers was Biblical scholar and the then president of AMG International late Dr. Spiros
Zodhiates, By the way uncle David was NAAIC's president for a number of years and was
even asked to be life time president, but he declined saying others should get an opportunity
ta serve as well, NAAIC fought on behalf of presecuted Christians in India successfully by
demonstrating outside United Nations, New York city and the halls of Congress, Washington
DC, when the former Prime Minister of India honorable Vajpayee was speaking inside those
buildings. They were even able to enlist the suppart of some Senators and Congressmen
who spoke in defense of presecuted Indian Christians.During the visit of the honorable
Vajpayee the prime minister of India to New York, NAAIC also put out twa half- page ads in
Mew York Times paper, one about evils of caste system and the other an open letter to
honorable Vajpayee in defense of persecuted Indian Christlans. To God be the Glory!

The NMAAIC conference gave an impetus to uncle David to conduct such events for Telugu
Christians in Us. S0, by God's Grace a 3 day Telugu Christlan Family Conference (TCFC Jwas
organized the very next year in 1994 at Hofstra university during the july 47 weekend. Late
Or.5.

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A Call to Revival

2 Chronicles 7:14

Or. Joseph Faturi

What do you think of when you think of revival? What has to happen before revival
occurs? What will happen when revival comes? If these questions were asked to
Pastors, Christian Leaders, Missionaries and Church Members around the world,
answers would greatly vary. Why? Because, there is a tremendous vagueness as to
what revival really means. Some believe it is a series of meetings held once or twice a
year in a church or a conference where a guest speaker entertains or motivates the
people to evangelize mora. Others believe it is a feeling of joy, excitement and
enthusiasm for the Lord’s work. 5till others believe it is breaking attendance records
and super numerical growth, None of these answers convey what ravival really is.

There is one verse in the Bible, which contains the principles that hold the key to real
revival based on the inspired Word of God. This verse is: 2 Chronicles 7:14 “If my
people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek
my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will | hear from heaven, and will forgive
their sin, and will heal their land” It is the most popular revival text in the Bible. No
other verse in the Bible has been used more often to preach or teach on revival than
this verse. Please note that God Is addressing here His people [“If my people, which
are called by my name”), who have identified themselves with Him and His work. He
is speaking to His children whom we would call as saved people.

We are living in a day and culture, when the name of lesus is profaned, importance of
Bible is marginalized, role of the church is diminished, atheism strikes at Christianity,
prayer in public places is made irrelevant, sanctity of marriage is threatened, moral
standards have bacome obsolete and ethical values are spiraling downward. Dear
children of God, we need revival now than at amy other time in histary. In 2 Chronicles
7:14, we see three Biblical principles of revival. Let us explore them now.

I. The Contrition Principle — The Heart

The first Biblical principle for revival involves the heart and it is called - The Contrition
Principle. The heart of revival is heart itself. Revival only comes to those whose hearts
are made ready to receive it. It only comes as hearts are given to God., it is a heart fully
given to the Lord. It is a heart given to godliness. Philippians 2:5-8 shows that one
should have the heart of Christ. Isaiah 57:15 says that one must possess a godly heart.
It is a contrite heart given to sorrow aver sin.
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By definition; contrition means remorse, penitence, being thoroughly sorry for sin. It
is a heart given to humbleness. The word humble means to possess the virtue of
humility. It is a quality of being without pride. It is a heart given to gentleness and
goodness - a necessary product. One cannot be humble and run rough over others at
the same time - a natural product. Humility always puts others first. Selfish hearts will
NEVEr EXperience revival.

Luke 14:11 says “For whosoever exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth
himself shall be exalted.” It is a heart given to greatness. If you want to be great in
God's Kingdom learn to be a servant of all,

The heart of revival is not heat. The heat associated with revivals is not revival. Revival
Is not just a feeling or emotion. Revival is not a fad or fashion to have it once or twice
a year. Revival is not folks coming in high attendance. Revival is not a campaign. When
friction in our relationships exists, it is the result of pride as we see in Proverbs 13:10.
All contention ceases when humility of heart occurs. The real heat of revival fire can
only be produced from the contrite heart. Revival Is preconditioned upon God's people
getting their hearts humble before the Lord. Until this happens, na amount of planning
or external motivation will produce Biblical revival.

Il. The Confession Principle —

The Thought The second Biblical principle for revival involves the thought process of
turning to God and it is called - The Confession Principle. When a person’s heart gets
humble, one begins to think about the need for revival. The person is drawn to a
condition of prayer for revival. Like David in Psalms 85:6, one begins to pray "wilt thou
not revive us again...?"

Revival only comes to those whose thoughts are centered upon the Lord. One's
thoughts must be centered upon the Lord through prayer. Prayer is a means of
communication between God and His children, It is a commitment of one’s total
weakness, insufficiency and dependence on God concerning all human efforts. There
are different kinds of prayer: Adoration (thought and expression of praise), Confession
{admitting the wrongs done), Thanksgiving (being grateful to God); Supplication
{praying for others with importunity). All of these require right thinking. By the very
nature, prayer requires one’s thoughts to be centered upon the Lord,

Prayer is necessary in order to have revival, It is necessary because of what it does to
the one who prays. It requires certain things of our life in proper order to be heard by
God. It requires righteous living {James 5:16), abiding in Christ (John 15:7), faith in
God to act in accordance with His will (Mark 11:24), a contrite spirit (Psalms 34:17-




19}, obedience ({1 John 3: 22} and lave {1 John 3:23). It specifically requires certain
relationships to be right before God will hear us. There should be a right relationship
in the home {1 lohn 3:17) and in church (Matthew 5:23, 24: 6:14, 15: Mark 11:22-26).
Any wrong attitude toward God such as covetousness (Malachi 3:7-9), indifference to
God's Word (Proverbs 28:9) and sins not confessed or not repented before God (Psalms
66:18) should be dealt with. It is the means by which spiritual cleansing occurs in the
life of believers (1 John 1:9).

Prayer is necessary because of what it can do for the righteaus. It is power to bind and
loose (Matthew 18:18-19), it is the power to get what is needed (Matthew 7:7), it is
the power to find what can be gotten by no other means (Psalms 121:2), it is the
power to change the course of nature (1 lohn 5:14-15), it is the power to control
ourselves and not be anxious (Philippians 4:6-7), it is the power to control our sinning
{Matthew 6:13; 26:41) and it is the power to control our surroundings (1Timothy 2:1-
2; Psalms 34:10). In summary, it is the power to do anything God wants to accomplish
in and through us. One’s thought must continually seek the Lord’s face for revival to
continue. The word “seek” is something more than prayer. In Hebrew, the word “seek”
is transliterated "bagash” and it means to seek after an object by an act of devotion
and worship, Thus 2 Chronicles 7:14 nat anly requires us to have our thoughts centered
upon the Lord in prayer, but to continually seek His face and His direction.

Ill. The Conversion Principle -

The Act The third Biblical principle for revival has to do with what one does and it is
called - The Conversion Principle. It is the action for revival, Revival only comes to
those whose actions are in accordance with God's plan. It is necessary to turn from sin
for revival. The text clearly requires it as a condition before God will act upon our
circumstances. Until true conversion, change and turning from our wicked ways happen,
there will be no revival. God will not work good things in our lives until we are willing
to work out the bad things from our lives.

According to this principle, revival comes only to those whose actions are in accordance
with God's plan. It is God's plan for His people to leave wickedness and do what is
righteous before God and man, Otherwise, revival will not come. Accarding to practices
there are some obvious wicked ways that need to be turned from. There are some
subtle, but deadly ways that need to be turned from. There may even be some personal
and private unrighteous ways that need to be turned from. If the actions of our lives
are not speaking louder than our prayers, we will never experience real revival,




Firstly, when the contrition principle is applied, the heart is made ready to receive
God's revival. Secondly, when confession principle is applied, one's thoughts are
centered upon the Lord. Finally, the conversion principle must follow. The heart is
made ready to convert from wickedness to God's righteousness. Wickedness of action
is incompatible with a contrite heart. Proverbs 23:7 says "For as he thinketh in his
heart, so is he”, There are passages in the Bible that establish it (Psalms 44:18; Psalms
51:13: Proverbs 1:22, 23; Isalah 59:20; Jeremiah 18:8; Acts 3:19). The word "turn” is
something more than just turn. In Hebrew, the word “turn” is a transliterated “shub”
and It means “turn back”. People cannot turn back to something which they have not
experlenced. Remember, this passage is addressed to the people of God - those who
have known the holiness of God and His requirements for a holy life of His people. The
command is to leave sin and turn back to Ged.

Therefare as children of God, may we apply all these Biblical principles and meet all
the requirements in order to experience real revival in our personal life, in our families,
in our churches, in our communities, in our country and in our world,

Christian life is a race. It calls for a steadfast commitment in life, It calls for constancy in the
profession. It calls for perseverance in all endeavors. There is a lengthy proof of the efficacy
of persevering faith throughout Old Testament, New Testament and modern times. This should
inspire Christians to do whatever God commands, however difficult; to endure whatever God
appoints, however severe; and to obtain whatever God promises, however seemingly
unattainable.

Loak unto Jesus:

Jesus s the Author and Finisher of our faith. He is the Captain and Completer of gur
faith. He is beyond all comprehension. He is the greatest example of all racers. He
ran His race triumphantly. His endurance of the cross was the most complete and the
mast perfect and powerful model of faith. Consequently, He is now seated at the
right hand of God both as the paragon and pattern of faith. The life which Jesus lived
here upon earth was a life of faith. What is faith? Faith is simply trusting God. Faith
simply believes in God. Hebrews11:1 defines faith for us: "Mow faith is the substance
of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.” Then what s a life of faith? A
life of faith is a life lived in complete dependence upon God; a life of faith is a life
lived in communion with God; a life of faith is a life lived in obedience to God; and a
life of faith is life of assured confidence in the unseen future as planned by God.

Let us look unto Jesus who Is the perfect benchmark, Our eyes are to be fixed on Him.
Be constantly looking to Him trustfully, submissively, hopefully and expectantly, Let
our hearts be centered in Him and let our minds be stayed upon Him. The joy that
was set before Him was the motive which prompted lesus to go the cross as a
substitute in our place to provide redemption for us. His joy was doing God's will, His
endurance of the cross was an act of fortitude, resilience and the Supreme
Commander's exemplification to His soldiers like us. We see the Chief Captain’s
triumphant victory ultimately in His resurrection,

Learn from the saints:

We can learn from the transformed lives of the saints, who have gone befare us having
run the race down here upon earth. They ran it by faith. They continue to witness to
us, They constantly encourage. Thiey incessantly motivate us, They always propel us
ta run by faith and live by faith. We are compassed about with such a great cloud of
witnesses, They compose a testimony for God, and speak unto future generations to
be unceasing as they were. They testify the falthfulness of God who sustained them,
and enabled them to triumph over their trials and difficulties. They persevered,
congquerad, and won the crown,
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By faith Moah build an ark, Abraham separated from his idolatrous neighbors and
gained a rich inheritance, and Moses forsook Egypt and became leader of (srael. it
was by faith the Red Seawas crossed, Jericho captured, Goliath slain, and the mouths
of liens were closed. The Christian falth, then, is not a passive thing, but an active,
energetic, vigorous and fruitful one,

3. Lay aside every weight:

“Let ws Joy oside ever weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us.” Let us
relinguish those things which would impede our progress in life.

Each Christian has to decide for himself, by an honest searching of Scripture and an
earnest seeking of wisdom from God, what are the "weights" which hinder him? A
weight is something which we are at liberty to cast aside, but instead we choose to
retain. It is anything which retards our progress, anything which disqualifies us for
the discharge of our God-assigned duties, and anything which dulls the conscience,
blunts the edge of our spiritual appetite, or chokes the spirit of prayer.

Indwelling sin is to be "laid aside” by daily mortification, by seeking God's grace to
resist its solicitations, by repenting, confessing, and forsaking activities, by diligently
using the means which God has provided for haly living,

4. Let us run with patience:

"Let us run with patience the race that is set before ws.” The word “run” presupposes
that the heart is eagerly set upon the goal. Here the Christian is likened unto an
athlete, and his life unto the running of a race. The racer must not only begin, but
continus running; otherwise he ceases ta be a “racer”

The Christian life is not a passive thing, but an active fight of faith. The Christian is
nat called ta lie down on flowery beds of ease, but to run a race with endurance.
Athletics are strenuous, demanding, self-sacrificing, hard training, and putting farth
of ever ounce of energy possessed.

The “race” is that life of faith and obedience, that pursuit of persanal holiness, to
which the Christian is called by God. The Christian race begins at the new birth, and
ends not till we are summaned to leave this world. The prize for running the race is
heavenly glory, The ground to be covered is our journey through this life on sarth.
The track itself is "set before us™ marked according te His plan and purpose for our
fives, 5o be not just a starter, but a finlsher as well. 5tay on track to lead a purpose
driven life and to accomplish what God has purposed in His heart for you.

The “race” appointed to us is a lengthy one, for it extends throughout our entire earthly
pllgrimage. Let us run the race with patience, perseverance, endurance and steadfastness.
Let us press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. Let us live
a victarious Christian life.

Great Commission or Great Omission

“Ye shall be withesses unto me” Acts 1:8

The book of Acts is the inspired history book of the church, It covers the period
between the gospels and the epistles. The story of the church in the book of Acts is
one of constant growth and expansion. Consider for instance, the ministry of Paul. In
just a litthe more than ten years Paul pioneered four Roman provinces (Galatia,
Macedonia, Achaia and Asia) and left behind thriving churches in these key cities,
Before A.D. 47 there were no churches in these provinces, but by A.D 57 Paul could
speak of his wark in those areas as having been completed and could announce
plans to evangelize Spain and the Far West.

Acts 1:8 "But Ye shall receive power, after that Holy Ghost is come upon you; and ye
shall be witness unto me both in Jerusalem and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and
unto the utter most part of the earth” These were the last words our Savior and Lord
lesus Christ spoken before He ascended into heaven. This is the Great Commission
given to His church. This is the great command of the Kings of Kings and Lord of
Lords. It is mandatory on part of His church and the believers to simply carry out the
His royal order. The Great Commission Is recorded in all the four gospels. The
disciples were to tell the story to the untold millions. They were called to be
witnesses. A witness is one who simply tells what he has seen and heard. He tells
what happened and explains his salvation experience. The Haly Spirit is the one,
who does the pleading, but enlists human instrumentality. He uses the believers in
the process of witnessing.

Here, we have the Lord's strategic master plan for global evangelism and world
missions. We are to begin in Jerusalem - our own community. We are to begin with
our family, friends, neighbors and people around us in our city (lerusalem). This we
can call as local evangelism. That is where all witnessing properly begins. Next we
are to evangelize our own country {Judea). This we can call as national evangelism.
We are to be concerned about those who have the same customs, culture and live in
the same geographic environment. This would be our first go in reaching beyond our
immediate community.

Home missions are just as important as foreign missions, If we are not used to
reaching out to our own community and our own country, how can we reach
another country? The way Paul and Barnabas became foreign missionaries shows
this principle at work. The church's first twe foreign missionaries were people who
were already actively engaged in evangelism where they lived.

Then we are to reach out beyond the confines of our own community, and country
and begin evangelizing our own continent, As His disciples we are to go to the
countries in our continent {Samaria). Samaria was the neighboring country to
Judea. It represented the foreign culture with which they were most familiar
because it was one closer to them. They knew all about Samaritans. This we can call
as continental evangelism.

Finally we are to evangelize “the utter most part of the earth”. We are to reach to
the regions beyond. “Go ye therefore, and teach all nation” from east to west, from
north to south, from pole to pole, from sea to sea. Acts 1:8 is really an index to the
book of Acts and a blue print for the mission of the church. The mission of the
church is missions. How quickly our world could be evangelized, and even at this
late date in the church history, If every church would take this plan of action
seriously and begin with [ts own immediate community, village or town or city,
reach out to its own country, continent and become involved in missionary
endeavors in regions beyond its own continent and send out missionaries to the
farthest reaches to all nations. Then the world would be invaded by armies of
believers from all nations reaching out to all peoples in all parts of the world.

"va chall be witnesses unto me,” the Lord said. We are to introduce people to the
Lord lesus Christ. We are to be witnesses unta Him. The Holy Spirit does the rest. He
will convict a person of sin, convince and convert the person. But our job is to
faithfully present the gospel.

The word “gospel” means Good News. John 3:16 contains the entire message of the
pospel, This verse is studied, preached, memorized and quoted more often than any
ather verse in the Bible.

True to the call of our Lord Jesus Christ to share with all humankind
the lepacy of the Gospel, the Madhya Kerala Diocese of the Church
of South India prayerfully considered laying out a missionary field
putside Kerala. Then came the moving exhortation "Come over
and Help” — of the late Rt. Rev. V.5, Azariah, the tenth Bishop of
the Docese of Dornakal, the celebrated Missionary with his unigue
zeal and vision, We fixed upon Parkal, the first missionaries arrived
at the mission field cn 24th February, 1924, In 1924 the Missionary
work started in a village called Katrappalli under the leadership of
Pioneer Missionaries the Late Rew. K. E. Eapen and the Late Rew. T,
M. Thomas. The thrilling histary of the past 90 years in the life of
Parkal Misison fill us with awe and thanks giving to the Almighty
GOD who had strengthened His servants to preach the word of
God with boldness and who opened the hearts of many to receive
the Good Mews with joy.

Parkal was then the game paradise of the Nizams of Hyderabad.
But the pioneer missionaries found it a benighted, remote and
miserably backward taluk in Hyderabad. The people, untouched
by medern civilization, were anly a little better than primitives and
were rotting under nauseatingly poor conditions of life. Trusting in
God's Providence, our missianaries set to work. |t was back-
breaking, nerve racking work, but they made it, Today there are
almaest 10, 000 Christians at Parkal, living in the light of Christ. Many
more are being attracted ta the enriching influence of Christianity.

‘Grains’ remind us of Jesus’ words to die as a grain in order to bear
miuch fruit, calling us for a life of self-denial, which is integral to the
Christian Mission.

‘Grains' also represent the uitimate ‘harvest’ — multitude of people
coming to lesus as a result of evangelization.

The Cross in the logo is the sipn of self-giving love, reconciliation, hope,
Justice and peace without which Christian Misslon would be incomplete,
The 'Dove” with her tail which looks like the 'Flame’ represents the Holy
Spirit, who empowers us for the misshon, who directs our mission and
who gives the fruits for our mission.

Inscription in the logo is cur motto, 'Go and make Disciples’, that reminds
us of the 'Great Commission’ glven to us by Jesus in Matt. 28:19.

LIFE & MIMNISTRY

Evangelism: Parkal Mission has evangelistic work in almast 30 villages
in Parkal and Worship Services in 20 Churches. Apart from the
Missionaries and volunteers from Kerala, there are about 20 workers
serving as evangelists and helpers. Till date, there are about 10, 000
believers gathering in various Churches and worshipping the living God.

Nurturing: The believers and their younger generations are nurtured
through Sunday Schools, Youth Fellowships, and regular camps. The
Parkal Mission, is on the move to form a Youth Gospel Team, 1o carry on
the evangelistic works in the villages.

Teaching: Around 1000 students, belonging to various faith traditions,
coming from very remote and poor background, study in the 4 Mission
Schools. Along with regular subjects, they are piven vocatianal training,
work experience courses and particularly Scripture classes,

Heallng: Snake-bites and scorpion-bites are very commaon in Parkal,
and it is the faith of the local people that if they come to the Mission
Campus, they would be healed, Healing Ministry is carried out through
the Clinics at Parkal and Gandhinagar. A sub-station at Pambapur will be
opened soon. Regular medical camps and eye-camps are organized in
various villages.




Training: Missiocnaries and workers meet every month to report,
evaluate and plan together the methods and targets of God's mission.
It is hoped that a regular Theological and Leadership Training
Programme could be initiated to train the evangelists and other local
workers,

Conscientizing: Parkal Mission engages in Awareness Programmes on
"Health & Sanitation’, “Addiction & Abuse, 'Empowerment &
Development’. Special programmes are organized on days like World
AIDS Day, Tuberculosis Day’, ‘International Women's Day’ and “World
Environment Day’ .

Empowering: Empowerment of the local communities is another area
of focus for the Parkal Mission, Computer Training Centre at Katrapally
is one example, Similar centres to train computer professional, tailors
and fashion designers, plumbers, electriclans and welders are to be
Initiated in order to make the community self-supportive

Caring: Through the Bethel Homes of Love (for Boys at Gandhinagar
and for Girls at Parkal) around 80 children who are denied of their
parents’ love are cared and nurtured towards thelr hollstic
development. From the day they are brought to the Home, until they
get married and give birth to their first child, they are taken care of by
the Bethel Sisters.
