I. Forget the things which are behind us:
A. Our past failures can be a great barrier to future success.
1. Many people are in bondage to their past failures.
2. They are afraid to try to do anything again.

3. Unfortunately there are many people, even believers who allow their past experiences or failures to control
their futures.

B. Past sins must be forgiven.
1. Paul wrote, "Forgetting those things which are behind..."
2. No doubt Paul was conscious of the many failures and sins in his life.

3. The way that he had blasphemed the name of Jesus Christ and persecuted the church of God must have
haunted him day and night.

4. Butthe time came when he confessed them, repented of his sins and found forgiveness and cleansing.

5. I am thankful that we have a forgiving God who tells us in His Word, "If we confess our sins, He is faithful
and justto forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness." (1 John 1:9)

Il. Reach forward for the things before us:
A."Reaching forth unto those things which are before.”

1. Most people are afraid of the future because of the uncertainty and insecurity of not knowing what lies
ahead.




2. In these uncertain times, we have a certain God for us to depend on. We do not know what the lu\ure .

brings, but we do know the ONE who holds our future. He is the Great | Am. He knows everything. He is the
same yesterday, today and always.

3. There is nothing that can ever happen which is not known to God because He is Omnipotent, Omniscient,
Omnipresent, and Immutable.

4.Soas believers, we need to "Seize the Moment" as the popular saying goes and press forward.
B. "Press toward the mark"
1. The picture Paul uses to illustrate this truth is that of a runner in a race.
2. He has a goal in mind. His eyes were set upon the finish line. Many of us are good starters, but poor finishers. So
stay on track, remain focused, be steadfast, pursue with perseverance and resilience.
3. We will never be all that God wants us to be, if we do not have goals.
4. Many of us have business, career, personal, and financial goals.
5. But what are your spiritual goals for this year and future?

C."The Prize"
1. This prize that Paul talks about is his reward at the judgment seat of Christ.
2. He was looking forward to hearing "Well done thou good and faithful servant."Matthew 25:21

Paul said in 2 Timothy 4:7-8, “I have fought a good fight, | have finished my course, | have kept the faith: Henceforth there is
laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but
unto allthem also that love his appearing”.

In 1 Peter 5:4 we learn “And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that fadeth not away”.

Further, in 1 Peter 1:4 we read about an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven
foryou”.

Let us remember the inspirational saying of the English missionary C. T. Studd, who faithfully served His Savior in China,
India, and Africa: “Only one life, it will soon be past, Only what's done for Christ will last”

Our righteous living now on earth will result in a rewarded life in the future. God will reward us with crowns in heaven for our
faithful work and ministry.

Ill. Receive the Crowns in Heaven

The New Testament describes five different kinds of rewards referred to as crowns which will be given to the believers. These
are the representative of the whole range of crowns that will be handed out to the believers in heaven for their faithful service.
Victor's Crown (1 Corinthians 9:25 - 27)

The Victor's Crown is called an “imperishable crown” by Paul. It is compared to  perishable wreaths for which the athletes
strived in the Greek games. Contestants trained rigorously for months and Paul used this training to demonstrate the
discipline necessary for spiritual success. If athletes so worked diligently for months to win a perishable wreath of olive
branches, how much more diligently should we work with all discipline to win an imperishable crown from God? These
awards are given to those who live a disciplined life and practice self-control.

Crown of Rejoicing (1 Thessalonians 2:19)

The Crown of Rejoicing is also called the “soul - winner's crown”. It is the reward given to those who reach out to others
beyond themselves to lead them to Christ with the gospel. So, itis awarded to those who are responsible for winning others to
Christ and for their standing before Him at His coming.

Crown of Life (James 1:12; Revelation 2:10)

The recipients of this crown are those who love Him even in the face of death. It is a crown conferred on those who maintain
their love for Christ while enduring and triumphing over suffering and persecution, even martyrdom. The great hymn writer
Charles Wesley would have had this crown of life in his mind when he wrote about that “immortal crown” given to those who
smiled at “toil and pain” till their Deliverer came to take away His servant's tears.

Crown of Righteousness (2 Timothy 4:7- 8)

Paulwrote this text in the last days of his life as a prisoner in Rome. He was prepared to meet the Lord and looked forward to
receiving the “crown of righteousness”. It is bestowed on those who have loved His appearing - those who have eagerly
anticipated the second coming of Christ. It is reserved for those who long for heaven, their true home, who long to see their
Saviorface to face when He comes for themin the clouds.

Crown of Glory (1 Peter 5:4)

The Grown of Glory is called the “preachers crown”. Itis presented to recognize those who are faithful shepherds of the people
of God. Itis just not for pastors alone, but for all leaders like elders, deacons and other servants of God, who are called into the
work of the ministry and serving His sheep faithfully.

These rewards are simply God's expressions of joy in response to our love for Him. Remember that the Lord Himself is our
exceedingly greatreward as we see in Genesis 15:1.

May we serve God faithfully all the days of our life on earth, so that we will receive crowns in heaven to cast at His feet for the
very privilege of being there in His presence in heaven because of what Christ did on the Cross of Calvary.

Conclusion:

What a wonderful opportunity God is giving you and me to serve Him. What will we do with this opportunity? Jesus is coming
back soon. He said “Behold | am coming quickly”and “Occupy till | come”. This very thought should cause us to realize that
time is so precious. What we do for Christ we must do quickly.

Acts 13:36 “For David, after he had served his own generation by the will of God, fell on sleep, and was laid unto his fathers”.

Now, | want to challenge you to set some goals for 2021 and beyond. Put aside the past failures and the shortcomings and let
us band together in unity and harmony to reach greater heights than ever before for the cause of Christ. Is there something that
is hindering you from pressing forward and reaching for the prize? Get that matter settled today!

Focus on today and tomorrow.
